Denver Catholic School students to visit State Capitol on Wednesday

State House of Representatives to publicly recognize group on floor

Feb. 1 (Denver) – Beginning at 8:30 a.m. on Wednesday, Feb. 3, student representatives from several of the 39 Catholic schools in northern Colorado will arrive together to the State Capitol to be formally introduced on the House of Representatives floor. The Governor’s Office, in recognition of the nationally celebrated Catholic Schools Week, will also present a proclamation in recognition of the State of Colorado’s Catholic school network and the value of a Catholic education.
Wednesday, February 3 is National Appreciation Day for Catholic Schools. Catholic students and educators from throughout the nation will meet with their civic representatives for similar presentations, including at the U.S. Capitol in Washington, D.C.
