Housing:

We will be housed in the Eastside Lodges just a walk away from the WGR Auditorium
and Dining Hall areas. Most dorm rooms have 2 sets of bunk beds and 1 full size or
gueen bed and a full bathroom with shower. All are inside with large long hallways to
each exit. Fully heated and carpeted. The office reserves the right to combine rooms as
necessary.

Overnight Anxiety:

Many young people in the 6™ & 7™ grades may not have spent a night or two away from
home or may not have ever gone overnight a great distance from home. Suggestions for
homesickness or anxiety are: have them bring a friend along, have them bring * nighttime’
friends such as a stuffed animal, blanket, etc., bringing a parent along with them, have
other youth share their experiences of a youth group overnight trip with them. There will
be phones available all weekend to phone home.
